Service Overview  
Service includes an external quality inspection and new system installation. As part of the basic 
system set-up the service technician will enter the customer TCP/IP and verify the network login if 
necessary. In addition this service includes the removal of all packaging to a customer-
designated area within the same building.  
 
Key Service Steps – Dell’s Responsibilities  
• Verify receipt and condition of all boxes and components.  
• Verify the availability of Customer-provided physical site and power.  
• Unpack systems and components.  
• Verify product service tag numbers (serial number) match shipping list.  
• Set-up and connect all peripherals (keyboard, monitor (1), mouse, etc.) including network cable 

(if applicable) to desktop/notebook/workstation.  
• System should be powered on and brought up to the installed operating system or C > prompt.  
• Enter Customer supplied TCP/IP address (if applicable).  
• Verify that the system comes up to the network login screen (if applicable).  
• Remove all installation packaging to a Customer-designated area within the immediate 

installation location or arrange with the Customer for Customer removal.  
 
Customer Responsibilities  
It is the Customer’s responsibilities to:  
• Carefully review this statement of work for the installation services purchased.  
• Ensure that adequate power outlets and cabling are suitably located, installed and tested prior 

to the installation.  
• Ensure that environmental/technical prerequisites have been met.  
• Ensure all equipment required for the installation is placed in the immediate area.  
• Designate an area in the same building where the installer should place rubbish.  
• Provide the installer with any necessary configuration information to complete the installation.  
• Other reasonable actions to enable Dell to provide assistance.
